As many trees as
possible will remain in place to enhance the community’s park-like setting, which will include greenway paths and open spaces
for residents to enjoy. Most importantly, the new Cascade Worship Center and peripheral charter school and recreational facility
will serve as the community’s focal points, all within walking distance of residents.
